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1. Are you going to let the DEVIL have his way?

3° And there occurred
such a sharp disagreement that they separated from one another,
and Barnabas took Mark with him and sailed away to Cyprus. 0 But
Paul chose Silas and left, being committed by the brethren to the
grace of the Lord. Acts 15:36-40 (NASB)

3. What have you GAINED during this season?
