It is comfort to God's people, that God will secure his own honour, therefore
work deliverance for them. And if God delivers his people, he cannot be at a loss for instruments to be
employed. God has formed a plan, in which, for his own sake, and the glory of his grace, he saves all
that come to Him. Isaiah 48:10 (NASB)

2. God uses many things to overhaul you.
Therefore we do not lose heart, but though our outer man is decaying, yet our inner man is being
renewed day by day.
17 For momentary, light affliction is producing for us an eternal weight of glory far beyond all
